Ouring trw PH-st ;~~e~r we have been able to demonstrate that salmon do 

survive and grow in the St. Ge0r"re River during t.lW critical sumner period 

of high temperatures. Obviously then j,t, i8 only a quest.ion of tiUl€ until 

most of the suitable portions of the river will be needed al~ nur~ery ground 

for the Y:)\lllg salrJOn. 

Sawdust po~lutlon is partlClLl.arly hm'!::ful in that the- e:f'fectslinger 

on long after U:e pan ution has ceased. The s;j .. wdust does not readily r.-:ecay, 

but forms a blanket over the bottom ruining it both for s;jawmnt= .fmd for 

the growth of food organis.'11s. Since this pollution is ir.l;ccdiately above 

the best portions of tflv s-tret~11 it is highly de,:rLraPle that it be stopped 

as quickly as is practical. 
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
